The Illustration vintage stands out for its originality and minerality. The chalky terroir associated with the oak 

barrel reveals its full aromatic potential: a fine toasted and saline extra brut Champagne

Deutz | Brut Vintage 2015 Late Disgorgement NEW     135 
Chardonnay, Pinot Noir, Pinot Meunier 

This wine showcases extended ageing on lees before disgorgement, creating remarkable depth and 

complexity. Late disgorgement preserves freshness and integrates aromas of brioche and nuts.  
 

M. Hostomme | Vikka  | 2009 NEW       259 
Chardonnay 

Her name, Vikka, means "traveler, adventurer" in Old Norse. It was chosen as a tribute to the family's 

Scandinavian roots, which certainly play a role in their tribal spirit and their taste for exploration. This 2009 

Blanc de Vins, after 12 months of disgorging, was submerged 60 meters below sea level in the most extreme 

corner of France, near the island of Ouessant. In this place, battered by waves and wind, an almost mystical 

symbiosis takes place between the seabed and the chalky Champagne terroir. 
 

Thiénot | Vintage 2012         109 
Pinot Noir (65%), Chardonnay (25%), Pinot Meunier (10%) 

Ripe champagne who balances great  complexity with beautiful freshness for lovers of Brioche Champagne. 
 

Louis Roederer | Vintage Rosé 2017         159 
Pinot Noir (40%), Chardonnay (40%), Pinot Meunier (20%) 

A Provence like color introduces the fine bubbles fizz energetically, and the scent is summery and intense with 

notes of ripe stone fruit such as wild peach, complemented by red berries and blood orange. 
 

Bollinger | « PN VZ 2019 »  NEW        195 
Pinot Noir 

Every year Bollinger introduces an ode to Pinot Noir. Quinten was invited to the bombastic introduction of this 

vintage. The 2019 comes mainly from Pinot Noir from Verzenay. It is a lush symphony in which all the aromas 

melt together in a silky long finish. 

  

Paul Launois | Portrait | Blanc de Blancs Grand Cru Mesnil sur Oger | 2015 NEW 199 
Chardonnay 

Its reduced dosage liqueur content makes it an "Extra Brut" champagne. This bias allows the wine to express 

the finesse of its aromas as well as the identity of the terroir. The 2015 Portrait vintage is the vintage of an 

exceptional year. The year 2015 produced champagnes whose acidity and aromatic power make them 

Champagnes for laying down. But after 10 years it laid down enough, it is time for drinking now.  
 

Thiénot | Cuvee Stanislas | Blanc de Blancs | 2008      240 
Chardonnay 

This wine is an experience. Fresh at first, but it finishes with love ripe almond taste that seems  

to never end.

Absolute top cuvee. Soft mousse with an enormously long mature finish. A gastronomic all-rounder

a bottle. They handcraft the Sparkling Red using a unique blend of aged Australian reds from the past fifty 

years. The result is a brooding, opulent wine with aromas of leather, spice, cedar, and a smooth, velvety finish.

Hondarrabi Zuri 

One of my favourites. Oyster shells over a quince and roasted apple background. Perfect companion 

of your seafood.  
 

Rueda | Carrasviñas | Fermentado en Barrica | 2024     44 

Verdejo         Magnum(2023) 150cl  79 
Barrel fermented Verdejo, so slightly creamier than you would expect. Carrasviñas is the winery of the 

king of Verdejo, Felix Lorenzo Cachazo who deserved the “DO Rueda” for verdejo wines.  
 

Rioja | Oxer | Iraun | 2023 BIO          69 
Viura (80%), Calagraño, Malvasia, Maturana Blanca, Garnacha Blanca 

This is what white Rioja is all about. White peach, yellow plum, spices and some smokey notes. Beautiful 

bottle who displays the old Basque perseverance with the snake of the etiquette who eats his own tail: 

“In my beginning is my end”.   



Rioja | Cuna de Maras | Elharkano | 2018 BIO  NEW    79 
Izkiriota Txikia, Petit Manseng, Malvasia, Pinot Grigio, Viognier, Viura 

With the help of a Belgian importer, I discovered this tiny winery in Rioja. They craft the most wonderful 

wines in an extremely creative way, where everything is handcrafted and meticulously executed. This is 

a seriously underrated showcase of white Rioja. I've never tasted them like this before.  

Penedès | ELECTIO | Parés Baltà | 2021 BIO      85 
Xarel-Lo 

Electio: “the chosen one”. 90 year old vineyard with small production of local Xarel.Lo grapes. The wine 

is oily with very ripe white fruit in the aftertaste. Spicy companion of your fish or light meat dish.  

 

Galicia | Rías Baixas | Zarate | “Sal da Terra” | 2024      74 
Godello 

“Sal da Terra”, The Salt of the Earth, a seductive Albariño with a complex nose of blossom, ripe stone 

fruit, citrus, almond, and seaweed. The palate is quite full-bodied, yet beautifully balanced with soft 

acidity and a long, salty finish. 

Galicia | DO Valdeorras | Rafael Palacios | Louro do Bolo | 2024 BIO   51 
Godello 

Nice combination of citrus and yellow fruit in the nose, light wood touch, filming in the mouth, spicy, 

slightly salty, elegant and complex. You can see why Rafael is the Godello King.

Godello 

Rafael Palacios is the king of Godello. Valdeorras is the Valley of Gold for Godello. Salty Godello with 

barrel ageing. I do not have much to say about this wine, just try it. There will be no regrets.

Malvasia Volcanica 

This wine is better than a backheel assist to Aguero for Manchester City. Pronounced saltiness in the 

aroma with a light smoky touch. Fresh lime, grapefruit and nice saltiness to accompany your seafood.

Loureiro 

Summer in a glass. A deliciously refreshing, light white wine with a little tingling on the tongue.

Field Blend 

Old vine field blend with striking minerality and nuances of flint and barrel ageing. Greasiness and a 

long aftertaste will improve your seafood or fish dish. Really surprising wine.

Dried strawberries and crimson plums, developing some more savoury 

layers of spices and cedar wood. With long yet velvety tannins, this wine shows both integrity and 

complexity.
